Gray Wolf

(Canis lupis)

Protected at Camp

Ripley (Minnesota) and
Fort McCoy (Wisconsin)

Habitat: Underground den in elevated
areas, an enlarged hurrow or a small cave
in the eastern woodland, the arctic and the
tundra

Travel in groups (packs) that usually
consist of a set of parents, their offspring
and other non-hreeding adults

Usually trot at 5 miles per hour hut can run
as fast as 45 miles per hour

Use howling as a form of communication

Listed as endangered in Minnesota on
March 11,1967; listed as threatened in
Wisconsin on March 9, 1978
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The U.S. Army is steward to
16.7 million acres of land
across many diverse
ecosystems.
