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Statement of Purpose

The purpose of the Installation Action Plan (IAP) is to outline the total multiyear cleanup program for an installation. The plan 
identifies environmental cleanup requirements at each site or area of concern (AOC), and proposes a comprehensive, 
installation-wide approach, along with the costs and schedules associated with conducting investigations and taking the 
necessary remedial actions (RA).



In an effort to coordinate planning information between the restoration manager, the US Army Environmental Command 
(USAEC), the Army Materiel Command (AMC), Tobyhanna Army Depot (TYAD), the executing agencies, regulatory agencies, 
and the public, an IAP was completed. The IAP is used to track requirements, schedules, and budgets for all major Army 
installation cleanup programs.



All site-specific funding and schedule information has been prepared according to projected overall Army funding levels and is, 
therefore, subject to change.

There are four recommendations from the FY12 five-year review for OU-1.

  



1.  TYAD must reevaluate the clean up that was conducted at OU-1 in 1996 with the current MCL.  TYAD has contracted 
USACE to reevaluate OU-1 with the current toxicity standards.



2.  TYAD must obtain a right of entry for the off post resident where monitoring well R1-94 is located.  The owner for this 
property has changed and a new right of entry is being drafted for the current owner.  This will be completed in FY13.



3.  The EPA requested TYAD to take another vapor intrusion sample at off post residence R1-111.  The vapor intrusion 
sampling conducted in fall of FY11 showed that there was TCE on the first floor of this residence.  This was inconsistent 
with other sampling taken from the basement and sump of the same house.  Both the basement and sump samples did not
contain TCE.  To confirm that the TCE was from a household source rather than the contamination at OU-1 TYAD 
conducted an additional sampling on 20-Sep-2012.  There was no TCE contamination in the additional sampling.



4.  TYAD must develop an exit strategy for OU-1.  The exit strategy for OU-1 will be reevaluated as part of the 2013 
annual performance evaluations.





1.  TYAD must investigate increasing TCE levels at OU-5.  TYAD contracted USACE to conduct a permeability test of the 
landfill cap.



2.  TYAD must reevaluate the MNA alternative at OU-5.  This will be completed as part of the 2013 annual performance 
evaluation.

Annual long-term monitoring of wells at TBAD-001, TBAD-004, TBAD-007, and TBAD-067 was 
conducted. Two rounds of vapor intrusion sampling for trichloroethylene (TCE) in off post residents 
homes were conducted in 2011. TYAD will continue to move forward with the vapor intrusion 
investigation. The plan is to complete the investigation in 2012. The five-year review of sites TBAD-
001, TBAD-004, TBAD-007 is going to be completed in fiscal year (FY)12.

TYAD is working with the state to obtain a no further action (NFA) record of decision (ROD) for 
TBAD-002-R-01. The ROD will be completed in 2012.  Fence maintenance will be done in 2012.

Future Plan of Action:

Future Plan of Action:

Long-term monitoring of TBAD-001, TBAD-004, TBAD-007, and TBAD-067 will continue in 2013 
and 2014. 

Periodic tree clearing along the unexploded ordnance (UXO) fence will be done at Powder Smoke 
Ridge as necessary.


The Army's association with Tobyhanna dates back to 1912, when a field artillery unit was trained on land leased from a local 
resident. The following year, the Army began to purchase land for a permanent field artillery and machine gun training camp. The 
camp was known by several names in its early years, including Camp Summerall, Camp Tobyhanna, and the Tobyhanna Military 
Reservation. During World War I (WW I) the reservation became an ambulance and tank regiment training center and an 
ordnance storage depot.



Use of the camp declined after WWI, but the National Guard continued to train there through the 1920s. From 1932 to 1938, the 
area was used as a camp by the Civilian Conservation Corps. From 1938 to 1941, the area was used by cadets from West Point 
for field artillery training.



In 1942 the installation was reactivated as an Army/Air Force service unit training center. In 1944 the area was also converted to a
storage and supply area for gliders and other equipment of the Air Service Command. The installation also housed approximately 
200 German prisoners of war from January through December 1945. The enlisted prisoners were contracted to harvest ice and 
farm crops while confined at Tobyhanna. The installation was deactivated after World War II (WW II).



In 1949 the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania purchased the Tobyhanna site from the War Assets Administration. From 1949 to 
1951 the Department of Forests and Waters and the Pennsylvania Game Commission maintained the property. During January 
1951, 2.2 square miles were obtained by the US Army Signal Corps for depot construction. The construction of the depot was 
performed by a civilian contractor. This contractor used the southeastern corner of TYAD as a base of operations/equipment 
staging area. The balance of the tract remained state-owned with the federal government exercising recovery rights. From the 
following years to the present, much of this tract has been designated state game lands and parks.

  

During February 1953 Tobyhanna Signal Depot was established as a Class II installation, with an assigned supply mission. In 
August 1962, the depot was re-designated and transferred to the AMC.  Since then, TYAD has expanded into a global enterprise
as Department of Defense's (DoD) C4ISR logistics sustainment center.  The installation is also home to more than 20 tenant 
activities.

Contamination Assessment Overview
In January 1980, an initial installation assessment was completed which did not recommend any follow-on investigations. In 
1981, TYAD drinking water wells were tested for TCE. Low levels were found in Well No. 3. In 1981 the installation installed a 
charcoal filter on Well No. 3 and since then has been testing the water bi-monthly for VOCs. In 1989, the charcoal filter on Well 
No. 3 was replaced by an air stripper. The concentration of TCE in the influent had been consistently in the eight to 12 parts per 
billion (ppb) range. In 1981, Monroe County had the PADEP sample residential wells in the village of Tobyhanna. Levels of TCE 
below the PADEP maximum contaminant level (MCL) of 45 ppb were found. In 1986, Monroe County had the PADEP resample 
the same residential wells, and results indicated that low levels of TCE were still present in the groundwater; however, in 1988, 
the USEPA lowered the TCE MCL to five ppb. In January 1988, the initial installation assessment for TYAD was updated. The 
assessment recommended that a follow-on investigation be conducted for the TCE found in the domestic wells.



In 1988, the US Army Toxic and Hazardous Materials Agency (USATHAMA), currently the USAEC, initiated a remedial 
investigation (RI)/ Feasibility Study (FS). The RI report indicated that Area B (AEDB-R site TBAD-007), used for staging 
materials during the construction of the depot, was the source of groundwater contamination in off-post residential wells and 
TYAD Well No. 3. There was also soil and groundwater contamination at Area A [AEDB-R designation for TYAD TBAD-004], 
but the contamination was confined within the depot boundaries. Areas A and B are now collectively defined as operable unit 
(OU) 1. The endangerment assessment (EA) report conducted in 1992 concluded that there was a low level of risk to human 
health and the environment and that the no-action alternative was not viable. The preferred alternative cited in the FS report 
consisted of passive soil volatilization (excavating and tilling in a controlled atmosphere) and extraction and treatment of 
groundwater. In April 1990, an effort was initiated to install additional groundwater monitoring wells, pump test wells, and 
observation wells. Pump tests were performed, groundwater, surface water, and sediment were sampled, a wetlands survey was
performed, and the USEPA Region III comments on the RI, EA, and FS were addressed. In February 1993, the USEPA 
approved the OU 1 RI addendum, EA, and FS reports.



In September 1993, the OU 1 proposed RA plan was submitted for public review and comment. The public review and comment 
period closed in December 1993. The OU 1 ROD was not finalized due to an Army/regulatory difference in the interpretation of 
the state's applicable or  relevant and appropriate requirement that defined the groundwater treatment level as background. This 
issue was elevated to the Deputy Assistant Secretary of the Army (Environment, Safety and Occupational Health) for resolution; 
however, it was resolved when Pennsylvania's Land Recycling and Environmental Remediation Standards Act (Act 2 of 1995 ), 
which establishes specific cleanup levels for soil and groundwater, was signed into law. Under this act, the state cleanup levels 
for groundwater became the same as the federal MCL, to which the Army had agreed. Although the ROD had not been finalized,
the Army began remedial design (RD) work. As part of the RD, preliminary design engineering studies for groundwater and soil 
treatment were initiated.


Preliminary results from these field investigations indicate that the extent of contamination was significantly smaller than

previously noted. The Army evaluated this information and determined that the recommended response actions should be 
revised. In July 1995, the Army provided the regulatory agencies with a revised groundwater treatment strategy.



In April 1996, TYAD, the USEPA and the PADEP reached an agreement regarding soil and groundwater treatment at OU 1. The 
remediation for groundwater would include natural attenuation, continued monitoring, institutional controls, and a site condition 
review at five-year intervals. In regard to soils, TYAD completed a source soil removal action at area B in August 1995. This 
action eliminated any need for further action regarding the treatment of soil. In 1997 a natural attenuation ROD was signed 
between the Army and the USEPA. 



In 1996, NFA RODs were signed for OU 2 (TBAD-063), a former polychlorinated biphenyl (PCB) substation site, and OU 3 
(TBAD-037 and -038), two former hazardous waste facilities. A verification study (VS) was completed in February 1996, 
providing environmental characterization data for 11 AOCs (TBAD-001, -002, -005, -008, -032, -042, -043, -058, -059, -061,
-063). The VS recommends NFA/investigation at five AOCs (TBAD-002, -005, -032, -043, -058), bringing the total of no action
AOCs at TYAD to 57. An ecological risk assessment (ERA) addressed the remaining six sites. The two AOCs referred to as OU 
1 were not part of the VS. The 65 AOCs are a combined list of all AOCs identified in the Evaluation of Solid Waste Management 
Units (SWMU) Report for TYAD, prepared by the US Army Environmental Hygiene Agency (USAEHA), currently the US Army 
Center for Health Promotion and Preventive Medicine (USACHPPM), dated March 1990, and the phase II Resource 
Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) Facility Assessment (RFA) Report for TYAD (May 1987), prepared by A.T. Kearney, Inc.
and Baker/TSA, Inc. Table I lists all previous studies completed at TYAD.
A draft ERA was completed and submitted to the regulatory agencies for review in 2000. The ERA systematically addressed and
documented potential environmental risks as a result of past known or suspected contaminant releases. The ERA was 
completed in FY00.

Groundwater monitoring will be continued until contaminants of concern (COC) are below the MCL. Vapor intrusion sampling has
been mandated by the regulators. The sampling has been completed and the vapor intrusion investigation will be completed in 
FY12.

Cleanup Exit Strategy



The RI report for AOC 1 (TBAD-001), the inactive sanitary landfill, was finalized. Both the USEPA and PADEP have concurred 
with the findings and recommendations in the report. The report recommended additional monitoring of wells off-post and long- 
term monitoring for VOCs. Based upon the report's recommendations, four additional monitoring wells have been established in 
adjacent state park property.

In FY98 the RD document for OU 1 (TBAD-004 and -007) was finalized. This document was prepared to be consistent with the 
ROD for OU 1 that provided for natural attenuation of groundwater and no action for soil. In addition, a community relations plan 
was completed.

In FY00, a health risk assessment and a focused FS were prepared for the inactive sanitary landfill (TBAD-001). Also, an 
engineering evaluation/cost analysis (EE/CA)for the UXO Area (TBAD-055) was completed. RODs were completed for AOCs in 
TBAD-001 and TBAD -055.



In 2001, TYAD became the first federal facility in the USEPA Region III to achieve "partial delisting." Sixty-two of the original 65
AOCs were removed from the NPL. The remaining three sites require long-term groundwater monitoring. Groundwater samples 
were collected twice a year for several years and analyzed to monitor progress of natural attenuation. The goal to delist was set 
by TYAD, the USEPA and the PADEP for 2001. This goal was achieved through excellent partnering between the three 
agencies.



In 2007, long-term groundwater monitoring was reduced to annual sampling. The first five-year review was completed in 2007.

This site is adjacent to the rail classification yards, near the western boundary of the installation. The landfill is approximately 
2,000 feet by 600 feet. It was operated from 1963 to 1979 and was reported to have received all types of wastes generated at 
TYAD, including plating wastes and sludges, sewage treatment plant (STP) sludge, ashes from trash burning pits, construction 
rubble, paints, solvents, oils, sanitary wastes, and pesticide containers.



Groundwater at this site appears to have been affected by previously disposed waste materials. In 1997 an RI was completed, 
which recommended establishment of off-post monitoring wells to determine the extent of possible contamination. The wells were
placed in state park land in 1998. In addition, an ERA was completed and submitted for regulatory review in 1998. No impacts 
were found in the off-post wells. A ROD was signed in September 2000 and monitored natural attenuation (MNA)was selected.

This area is in the southeast corner of the depot. The site is 1,250 feet by 400 feet. It was used from the 1950s to the early-1960s.
Past operations included trench excavation, waste burning, and in-place burial of ash residue.



In 1981 contamination was found in the water supply well ON-3.  This well was equipped with a carbon groundwater treatment 
system.  In 1989 the carbon treatment system was replaced with an air stripper.  This air stripper is still being used to remove 
VOCs at ON3.

 

This site is directly adjacent to TBAD-007, which was determined to be the source of the off post groundwater contamination. The
ROD refers to the sites Area A and Area B as OU-1. Sampling was conducted which indicated levels of contamination in the soil 
below MCLs.

 

The ROD, which was signed in 1997, indicated that long-term performance monitoring with five-year site condition reviews was 
the approved remedy for the groundwater contamination. Five-year reviews were completed in 2002 and 2007.

Once the groundwater samples contain no contaminants above the MCL, TYAD will seek regulator approval to close this site with 
NFA. Once regulator approval for NFA is received, groundwater monitoring wells will be legally abandoned. At this time the 
residents and business that are connected to TYAD water line will have the option to remain on TYAD water and purchase the 
water services from TYAD or to discontinue use of the water line and obtain their water from another source. Vapor intrusion 
sampling was conducted in 2011. The sampling results will be complied into a report in 2012. Once this report is complete, TYAD 
will meet with the regulators to determine whether this issue can be closed or if further investigation will be required.

This site is located in the southeast corner of the installation, just south of Area A (TBAD-004), and southwest of the 700-series 
buildings. The ROD refers to this site as OU-1. The entire area, which is approximately 320 feet by 350 feet, was used for drum 
staging and disposal during the construction of the present depot in the 1950s. Contamination of off-post drinking water sources 
has been attributed to disposal at this site. Soil excavation began in 1990 to extend water lines for 23 residents and one business 
surrounding the installation. In August 1995 additional soil removal was performed and several 55-gallon drums were removed.



The ROD, which was signed in 1997, indicated that  MNA with five-year site condition reviews was the approved remedy. Five-
year reviews were completed in 2002 and 2007.



Soil Vapor Intrusion testing at this site was mandated by the regulators. The sampling was completed in 2011. The report final 
report is being compiled and will be complete in 2012. Once the report is completed, TYAD will work with regulators to determine if
this issue can be closed or if further investigation will be required.

This site is located in the depot's industrial area just south of building 1A. Analysis of groundwater from previously established 
monitoring wells has indicated the presence of tetrachloroethylene (PCE). Five additional monitoring wells were placed in the U 
area to determine the size and concentration of the PCE plume. Sixteen monitoring wells are being sampled annually to evaluate 
the PCE plume. A soil vapor extraction system at building 1A was installed to mitigate potential vapor intrusion in addition to 
reducing groundwater concentrations. This system is being operated under the Compliance-related Cleanup (CC) program. 



The result of two years of quarterly monitoring will be discussed with regulatory agencies. Currently, LTM is all that is planned.



As this site is not part of the federal facility agreement, there will be no ROD.

This 478 acre area, also known as Powder Smoke Ridge, is in the northern portion of the installation. The site is also part of the 
former Camp Summerall. It contains an artillery range used during WWI and WWII, as well as a small arms and machine gun 
range, and a pistol range used during the 1960s.  



The area was previously defined as former artillery range (FAR) A. Based on the findings of the SI, TYAD-001R-01 includes FAR
A - sub-area 1A (FAR-A-1A), FAR A - sub-area 1B (FAR-A-1B), and FAR B - sub-area 2 (FAR-B-2). FAR-A-1A was 
identified as target area no. 5, and FAR-A-1B and FAR-B-2 were identified as overlapping range fan areas. The MEC presence 
for these areas is known and the fenceline that already exists has been extended to include FAR-B-2.  



The TYAD has been partially delisted from the NPL (or Superfund). The range is OU 4, also referred to as AOC No. 55 of the NPL
site. In the ROD dated September 2000, institutional controls were the chosen remedial alternative, because terrain ruled the 
other remedial alternatives not feasible. The small arms and machine gun and pistol ranges are located within the restricted area 
of AOC No. 55 and overlap the firing fan of the FAR. The institutional controls at AOC No. 55 include barbed wire fencing, 
signage, security patrols, deed restrictions, education, and periodic reviews. The fencing surrounds an area of 800 acres, which 
includes the entire FAR-A. 



In 1998 an air defense radar facility was built on approximately 20 acres. The footprint of the radar testing facility and an area of 
100 feet around the footprint of the facility were cleared of UXO to a depth of four feet. During the excavation of the footprint of the
radar facility, 37mm projectiles, 75mm projectiles, 81mm mortars (one containing white phosphorus), as well as an M38 fuze, an 
M49 flare, an adapter booster and US Coast Guard projectiles were discovered. Two water towers are located on the former 
range, within the restricted area, but are fenced so workers cannot gain access to AOC No. 55.  



A former small arms and machine gun range was located in the firing fan of the FAR. This range was initially used in the early-
1960s as a 170-meter small arms range and then as a fixed-position small arms range. The fixed-position range was a mounted 
machine gun range that fired through an earth-covered concrete tube into an embankment. Its use was discontinued in 1971. This
range was also used between 1967 and 1971 for .30- and .50-caliber weapons. The small arms and machine gun range was 
closed as part of the September 2000 Final TYAD Closeout Document for Five NFA AOCs.  



A former pistol range was located south of the small arms range, and within the FAR's firing fan. The pistol range was used from 
1967 to 1971. As a result of Base Realignment and Closure (BRAC) 05, MEC clearance was completed on 37 acres.

An RI/FS was expedited in 2009 as a result of a project to expand the installation's main gate. Due to this project, the UXO needed
to be cleared. In 2010, the UXO clean up was completed; there is no further suspected UXO at this site. In 2011, a report was 
completed and presented to the regulators.
